The Lord‘s Supper and the Purpose of Communion
No matter how often you partake of the Lord’s Supper, or Communion, it is a time to judge
our attitudes. 1 Corinthians 6:20 tells us that we are to glorify God in our body (deeds), and
in our spirit (attitudes). Attitudes are “hidden sins” of the heart- things like bitterness,
malice, hatred, jealousy, pride, unforgiveness and covetousness. At the Lord’s Table we
should search our hearts and make sure our spirits are sweet and our attitudes bring glory
to God.

What does Christ want us to remember anew each time we sit together at the Lord’s table?
We are to remember His life that we might try to live as He lived and follow the example He
set for us; His death that we might always be mindful of the cost of our salvation; His
resurrection that we might have full confidence in our faith; and His returning that we
might live in daily readiness and not be ashamed before His at His coming.
