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The Romans Road
 Romans 10: 9-10 “because, if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart
that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved.“ For with the heart one believes and is justified,
and with the mouth one confesses and is saved To repent means ‘change one’s mind’ or to turn — to go in
another direction. How can we be led to repentance? The first step toward repentance is true sorrow for
what we’ve done wrong.
