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The Romans Road
How can I be saved? The concept of salvation by faith is alien to our human nature, we want to do
something to earn our salvation, but the task is too great for us, we need divine intervention. Romans 10:
9-10 “because, if you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God
raised him from the dead, you will be saved.“

Baptism
With all the difference of opinion that surrounds the matter of baptism, let us not lose sight of the
fact that baptism is to portray a likeness of the death, burial and resurrection of Jesus. When we
go into the waters of baptism after our salvation we are, in essence, going into the water to show
the desire to “die to self” and “to live for Christ.” The first step is repentance and faith in Christ as
Savior. Salvation is the first and foremost prerequisite to baptism.

Baptism is our evidence to the Lord of our love for Him, and our desire to live in obedience to Him
as His child. It is a proof to others that we are not ashamed to be identified with the One who loved
us and gave Himself for us. If you have been baptized, remember that you were buried in the
likeness of His death and raised to walk in the newness of life. Don’t just simply “talk” Christ to
others; “walk” Christ before others!
